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World Congress of Andrology:

Genetic prevention of prostate cancer can reduce mortality

·  Jan Trapman stated today that “Prostate cancer is the most frequent malignancy in men in developed countries.” “Genetic prevention can help to reduce incidences and mortality.”

Barcelona (Spain)March 9th, 2009… // At the World Congress of Andrology today clinical studies proved the direct relationship between the lack of testosterone and several diseases.

“The lack of testosterone is closely related to the metabolic syndrome comes from obesity, hypertension and cardiovascular diseases… apart from Diabetes Type II”, was the message brought by Dr. Michael Zitzmann, from the Centre of Reproductive Medicine and Andrology, Muenster, Germany. 

His collegue, Dr. Eric Orwoll, from the Oregon Health & Science University, (Portland. USA) added that the “cases of osteoporosis in males is related not only to estrogenes but also to androgenes, so the lack of testosterone entails a bigger risk to suffer from skeletal health problems.”

Today, as well, novel approaches to treat of prostate cancer was presented by Dr. Alan So (Canada). Dr. Jan Trapman, from Josephine Nefkens Institute at the Erasmus Medical Center, (Rotterdam, Netherlands), highlighted the importance of genetic prevention of prostate cancer. He also commented that “Prostate cancer is the most frequent malignancy in men in developed countries. … . “Genetic prevention can help to reduce incidences and mortality.”

Other issues where also discussed: “Sexual dysfunction” with, among others, Dr. Nukman Moeloek (Indonesia) and Dr. Ignacio Moncada (Spain); “Testicles” with the intervention of Dr. Mónica Vázquez-Levin (Argentina) and Stefan Schlatt (Alemania); y “Testicular Cancer”, with the participation by Dr. Patrick F. Thonneau (Francia).
The World Congress of Andrology will continue until next Wednesday, March 11th, and close to 1.400 participants from 60 countries are expected to attend the event. These days will set the ground for future treatments and prevention regarding sexual and reproductive health.
