Barcelona, Spain, March 5th, 2009… // The World Congress of Andrologywas presented today in Barcelona by doctors Ana Puigvert, José Luis Ballescà andJordi Cortada who explained some of the issues that will be debated by the experts during the Congress. 

“Some medicines are being prescribed to solve an immediate problem, like erection, but we must continue the study the real causes. It’s like prescribing a pill for headache without checking out which may be the cause: a brain tumor, a neck problem or high blood pressure…”, commented Dr. Cortada. 

“Today we can’t say that there are only two genders, as genetic and social factors must be kept in mind…” Dr. Ballescà said. The statement was continued by Dra. Puigvert: “We are all bisexual. Everybody has a piece of chromosome of each gender.”

Regarding the social applications of the techniques that will be discussed during the Congress Dra. Puigvert stated: “It hasn’t been proven that the inhibitors are useful. A rapist has a component of attitude, a learning process and psychological factors that influence on their behavior, regardless of the treatment.” 

Regarding the male sexuality Dr. Cortada said: “Since the moment when women’s right to sexuality more disorders like premature ejaculation and erectile malfunctionhave become more common.”
