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World Congress of Andrology: 
The male chromosome Y is not endangered

Barcelona, Spain, March 7th 2009… //The World Congress of Andrology started today in Barcelona and will continue through next Wednesday March.

Today the scientists and doctors have made assessments regarding the male infertility and techniques for Assisted Reproduction Techniques (ART). 
At today’s plenary session Doctor David Page, director of the Whitehead Institute and investigator at the Howard Hughes Medical Institute, (Boston, USA), refuted his own thery about the possible disappearance of the male chromosome Y. Or, as he stated: “Defending the honor of the Y chromosome.” During his conference, "Rethinking the Rotting Y Chromosome", Dr. Page showed parallels of the elements that the chromosome is based on. “I show the similar structure of the chromosome and Gaudí’s architecture, as for symmetries and palindromes. 

The participants also have access to the exhibition of 320 posters -abstracts- that resume important conferences and investigations, some of which have been awarded by the programas EAA, ISA and Conrad. The 28 exhibiting companies also attracted the attention of the visitors who, interested in getting to know the novelties in the different areas of andrology.
The World Congress of Andrology will continue until next Wednesday, March 11th, and close to 1.400 participants from 60 countries are expected to attend the event. These days will set the ground for future treatments and prevention regarding sexual and reproductive health.
